Coordinate periodic fire inspections. ¢ Maintain the grounds, lawns and flowerbeds as required. ® Clear snow
and ice from sidewalks and walkways and maintain the spring, autumn and winter checklists required by
the diocesan insurance policy. ® Arrange for power sweeping of parking lots and line painting if required. o
Maintain the cleaning supplies inventory and order supplies as needed within the approved budget. o
Update and maintain records contained within the diocesan “Arson Risk Management Compliance
Declaration.” e Provide other duties as required.
